 While I listen to and appreciate many different kinds of music, the genre that has 

always resonated the most strongly within me is country. Whether you’re happy or sad, in 

good company or lonely, young and reckless or old and wise, or riding the high of your 

life or weathering out a difficult time, there truly is a country song for every occasion. I 

feel that it’s this universality of country music that has caused the genre to appeal to me 

again and again over the course of many years and experiences.
